Allow me to thank you on behalf of St. Bernard’s Community for the tremendous work you are doing  and most of all for the donation of the 20 computers and the egranary facility to our school.  We are really very grateful.

INSTALLATION OF THE COMPUTERS:-

· We have been able to install 18 computers as of 9th March 2008 and all the 18 are in proper working conditions.  The other two still have some small technical problems.  One has a set up problem and the other has a problem with the power supply unit.  We hope that in the near future they will all be functioning properly.

· We managed to install Windows 2000 operating system on most of the computers and Windows XP operating system on a few of them.

· We also installed Microsoft office 2003 on all of them since it is a requirement by the National Examinations Board to have appropriate software installed on the computers to be used in the national Examinations.

· We are really very grateful to the Teachers of East African alumni for the donation of these computers because they meet most of the minimum requirements set by UNEB for any Centre offering computer studies at national level.    Some of these requirements include:- at least a Pentium III computer with 128 MB of RAM, at least 10GB HDD systems etc.
· With the installation of these sets of computers, we hope to even excel more in the National Examinations, computer having been the best done subject at 0-level in the last consecutive two years.

· Another reason was that  the computers at the centre by then did not have USB  ports.

· With the donation of the new sets of computers and with the installation of windows 2000/XP operating systems on these computers, we have been able to access the information on this drive this term
